September 8, 2020   Minutes


Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Randall   made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda, Councilmember Ragsdale questioned the 603 E 10th Building permit. There is a property line dispute and until it resolved we should not approve it. Councilmember Ragsdale motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with the removal of Item 4 C (603 E 10th Fence permit). A second from Councilmember Randall was heard and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Resolution 2020-08: State Revolving Fund Loan Application Submission (updated).  This resolution is an update to 2020-03 titled the same.  The change to the resolution added the repayment funding source of 6th Penny taxes designated for debt retirement.  Mayor Curtis read the Resolution by Title and asked for comments and questions from the Council.  Councilmember Mohren had questions on the loan amount and the payback time. Councilmember Randall asked the location of the Deep Well, which is at the Rodeo Grounds.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-08 with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Chris Green asked if we had updates on the trees at the Cemetery.  No test results are back yet, and tissue samples have not been submitted yet.

Carey Lanning asked if the Deep well will be mixed with shallow ones and how deep the wells are? Mayor Curtis explained the process on how the blending will happen. As far as the depth he is unsure, maybe 400 to 600 feet. Councilmember Ragsdale stated that they are 800 to 900 feet deep.

Tom Romig raised some concerns about the alley behind the Cobblestone Hotel with the power upgrades and concrete work there might be a drainage issue.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the back slope in the alley is a problem with access to the buildings and we can work together in resolving the problem.  Justin Fornstrom stated that a 4-foot retaining wall is the only solution and it will get done.  He stated that concerned residents should have contacted him directly and he would have addressed the problem as it was created by the Hotel construction and will be resolved by them. He will also talk to the construction workers about dragging stuff out in the alley and leaving it.

Carey Lanning wanted to know how the Recycle program is coming along. Kim Patterson stated that flyers will be going out at the end of the week to all residents and a Grand Opening along with a hazardous disposal will be happening at the end of the month.  People are starting to use it now.  There will be growing pains for a few months but that is to be expected.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS       Councilmember Randall was unable to attend the Senior Citizens meeting, but the Landfill is going well.  Fall soccer has started for the youth.  Councilmember Ragsdale has had calls from residents concerning all the weeds in the streets and at the Pool.  He is concerned and feels we can do a better job of spraying and getting this taken care of.  Councilmember Mohren attended the meeting with the EMS Service and will get the final report in about a month and a half.  Councilmember Kestner stated this should be the last report on the Census as it is wrapping up.  The Town’s self-response is at 60% and census workers will be going around until the end of the month.  She wanted to know the address of the Recycle Bins, which Kim answered at the intersection of 2nd and Walnut.  The bins are visible, and a walk-through gate is on Walnut Ave.  Mayor Curtis will attend a WMPA meeting on the 17th and should have a report next meeting.


ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, September 21, 2020, 7PM.


ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Mohren made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.
