AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   We have a request from Wendy Bridge requesting permission to have alcohol at their wedding reception, September 26th, at the Community Center.  It is an invitation only event and they have filled out all paperwork with the Recreation Department.  None of the Council had any objections to the request. VISITOR COMMENTS   Leroy Lipska brought a property line issue to the Council on a fence that was put in by his neighbor.  It is 6 inches on his property which makes his set back on his house in question. If they ever sell the house will this be an issue? He does not want the fence to be moved because it is a nice fence but is concerned what might happen in the future. (The permit was pulled last meeting and not approved). Attorney Davison stated that there is no problem with the Town as far as set back are concerned because his house is still 6 foot from property line even though there is a fence between the property line and the house.  We can issue a variance to let it stay and record the property description in it and file it with the County and it will be good to go. A Resolution will be drafted and brought to the Council next meeting and then the Building permit can be approved.  Leroy was good with what the Council had suggested. 


DEPARTMENT REPORTS       Councilmember Kestner reported that this is the last month for the Census.  Tree removal from the Cemetery is complete and soil samples have been sent in.  The sign in City Park has been repaired and the new camera looks good.  Attorney Davison stated that is has bee 5 years since they went thought to Towns Code Book and there a few updated that needed done.  The Police Department seems to be doing a real good job.  Councilmember Ragsdale appreciated the weeds being removed from the Pool fence. Councilmember Randall attended the Landfill meeting and went over the polices.  The Harvest Festival and Kite Festival are moving forward, and the Senior Citizens Board will meet next week.  Mayor Curtis attended the WMPA meeting but unable to report on it right now. There will be a restructuring of manpower for the net metering but to be determined. Kim Patterson was approached by Larry Silvey for a donation to a new Mural project on the back wall of the Library. The Council all felt with the Budget cuts a monetary donation would not work but if the Public Works Department can do any in kind work that would be acceptable.  The FY19 Audit is complete and the FY20 has started and to be complete by the end of the year.  FY21 will be a A133 audit as we will spend more than $750,000 in Federal funds on the Airport Project.  We have received soil samples back, sorry Councilmember Kestner that I did not get those to you before the meeting.  The soil is high in Sodium and that is why the trees are dying.  We are working with the Conservation District on a Tree that will tolerate high sodium and get those replaced.   We had a comment from a Town Resident last meeting about a leaking Transformer. We had PW Department look at it and it does need replacing and it will be done in the next 45 days.
