Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Janna Kestner (by teleconference); Councilmember Donn Randall; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney. Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Randall   made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING   Liquor License Application Submissions.  Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing on the renewal process for the current License Holders.  He called for questions from the Public three times and with there being none closed the Hearing.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  A second from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS Review and approve Liquor License Renewals for Knotty Pine Saloon, Pine Bowl, Transwest Development, Grubby’z, Estela’s and Wyoming Malting.  With no discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Renewals for all Applicants.  A second from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard and motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS Question from Facebook asked why there is a Liquor License that is not fully utilized? Transwest Development has a Retail License and only uses it as a Restaurant License.  The Council will revisit this again next year if a Business comes in and asks for a Retail License.  Transwest has written a letter explaining the close of the Business due to Covid 19. 


DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall missed the Annual Senior Citizens Meeting.  Councilmember Ragsdale asked where we are on street repairs as we are running out of time and the School zone sign on Main Street and 4th is behind a tree and not visible.  Can we move it? Kim Patterson stated that some street repairs are due to start October 14.  Councilmember Mohren reported that AMR will station at the Antelope to help our service the next couple of weeks.  Kim Patterson reported that the wastewater study has begun. We have applied for a grant to replace the trees at the cemetery and to place water bottle stations in City Park. Mayor Curtis spoke with Ann Anderson from the Clinic and they would like an agreement with the Town should there be an emergency and they need to relocate from the Clinic to another location.  The Community Center or the Historic High School would be a couple of options. There will be a drive by Health Fair on Saturday, October 10, at the Community Center. We have a Grant application in for a Master plan for storm drainage on Blair Street between 4th and 6th streets.  Its in the early stages but we are moving forward on this.


ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     Town Hall will be closed on Monday October 12 for Columbus Day. The next Council meeting will be Monday, October 19, 2020, 7 PM.


ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Kestner made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.
