WATER METER PROJECT
Councilman Curtis moved to approve Change Order #2 for the Water Meter Project in the amount to not exceed $6,000, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

COMMUNITY CENTER PROJECT
Councilman Curtis move to approve the Contract for Professional Services with Stateline No 7 Architects for the design and construction management of the Community Center Project in the amount of $138,541.00, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

WATER DISTIBUTION PROJECT
Mayor Shain explained that the Council had identified improvements to the water distribution system for the Town and prioritized needs. Receiving the top priorities were fire flow upgrades, which totals  what funds are now available. Council needs to discuss if the whole project should be designed at this time, addressing all identified upgrades , or just the design for the  upgrades that have available construction funds. 
 At this time WYDOT is favorable to the request for an easement and permit to construct a water line  extension under I-80 to the Archeological Site. If the complete design is done the easements and permits for this projects would be included in that work.  
Lidstone and Associates, Inc. from Fort Collins, CO have done the engineering design for the first phase and Council discussed if this firm should be given a contract amendment for  designing the remainder of the project,  advertise for RFP’s  for the remaining project design work or not do any more design at this time.
Chris Lidstone will be asked to attend the next meeting to allow Council an opportunity to discuss the merit  of completing all designs now.

BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION
Councilman Cushing moved to approve the building permit application from Tim Bland, dab as Elite Towing for a fence at 118 Elm Street, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

COMMISISON/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Mayors Youth Council will be participating in the Relay for Life on June 4 & 5 and asked if the Council would also enter as a team. Mayor Shain indicated that they would enter and to give details to the Clerk.
Councilman Cushing and Mayor Shain attended the recent WAM Winter Workshop. WAM-JPIC rates will be set at their upcoming meeting.
With the daylight savings time change council meetings will now start at 7:30 p.m.
Councilman Ragsdale commended the maintenance department on the snow removal after the last storm.
Attorney Davison is completing documents for the acquisition of the Butler property adjacent to the airport and the Care and Share property which will close on March 8, 2010. An unreleased mortgage dating back to 1978 was discovered but should not be a problem since an affidavit from the mortgagees will be obtained. Since the property had been given to the Care and Share, Inc. and had not required a title search, the unreleased mortgage had not been discovered in that property transfers. 
Councilman Fornstrom arrived at the meeting.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
Council was given the recommendation for the successful applicant to fill the third police officer position. Councilman Fornstrom moved to hire Richard Hillhouse to fill the position as a patrol officer with the Pine Bluffs Police Department, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m., Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
