 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM #3   Update on Change Order #2 for the City Park Project. The Town Administrator updated the Council on the boaring for the Cable Company. Town Attorney Davison indicated that according to our Franchise Agreement we are only obligated to give the Cable Company access to our poles and Right of Ways. We are not responsible for moving any existing service lines and WY Statutes do not allow a municipality to fund any portion of a private entity. Consensus was reached that the Council will not consider the Change Order and that the Cable Company will have to make their own arrangements to reroute service lines at their own expense.
ITEM # 4     Approval of Resolution 2013-05 to capture revenues and expenditures on the new Police Car. Motion to approve the Resolution  was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes..
ITEM # 5    Approval of Invoice for general engineering services from Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $1,109.50. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of Resolution 2013-06 declaring certain Town Property as Surplus. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes. Staff was directed to get the blue book value for the Crown Vic and come back at next meeting so they can set a minimum bid amount for it.
ITEM #7  Approval of Resolution 2013-07 supporting an application for a Business Ready Community Grant for the demolition and reconstruction of a medical clinic in Pine Bluffs. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes
ITEM #8  Approval of Invoice #2 for the Airport Hangar Project in the amount of $112,529.83. The Town Administrator explained this billing was for the T Hangars only. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes
ITEM #9  Approval of Application from Pheasants Forever for a 24 Hour Malt beverage /catering Permit. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes
VISITOR COMMENTS:    NONE
Department Reports  Ms. Miller updated the Council on a two week extension on the winter break in the Water Distribution Project due to weather. Consensus was reached the Council was fine with the additional 2 weeks.
ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 7:30p.m. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes.
