BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS

Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with four ayes.

CATERING PERMIT

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve a catering permit for S&W Properties, d/b/a Vinos Wine and Spirits for a wedding reception on June 25, 2011 at the Pine Bluffs Community Center. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with four ayes.

PROJECT UPDATES
Walk-through for the Community Center Project will be held on March 29, 2011.  
Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve the Pepsi contract for a score board at the Community Center, with corrections and additions requested by Attorney Davison, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with four ayes.
The Sewer Project is progressing well and it is still anticipated to be completed within the contract date.

Troubleshooting of the Water Meter Project is complete and the system will be tested at the March 15th reading.
COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Mayor Shain asked about the status on the nuisance ordinance update.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to hire Tracy Morrison-Hitner as a part time dispatcher, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with four ayes.

Council instructed the Clerk to begin advertising for mowing proposals.

Mayor Shain was invited to attend monthly meetings with the Laramie County Commissioners and Mayors to discuss oil impact issues. Pine Bluffs has not seen any negative impact from this activity.
