 Councilman Mohren moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #3  Discussion related to fixing the old Police car.  Motion to make the repairs was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4    Approval of Invoice #1 from Reiman Corp in the amount of $9955.08 for the City Park Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale  and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM #5  Approval of Contract with Phoenix Fire Protection for Hood inspections for the Day Care and Community Center. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #6  Discussion related to possible workshops. Ms. Miller indicated that Chris Lidstone had requested a workshop to discuss water and sewer availably and sustainability and wondered if they could combine it with the workshops she had requested on revenues. Consensus was reached to set something up for May in the afternoon and after the election.

ITEM #7  Approval of changes to the Employment Policy. Town Attorney Davison and Ms. Miller advised the governing body of their recommendation to so away with all comp time. Motion to approve the changes was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8  Bid awards for Mowing Contract. Councilman Curtis wanted to ensure that the Contract was extended to October 15th and that minor repairs to sprinklers are also included. Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve the parks mowing to Mr. Lee and the golf course and cemetery to Mr. Werner, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #9   Review of Reher Park Project. After discussion, councilman Ragsdale wanted to ensure the job was performed with 4,000psi concrete without ash material. They all expressed their confidence in the contractor as well. A motion to move forward with the bids received for the pool deck expansion was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Ms. Miller advised that we should allocate dollars from the 2008 Sixth Penny as Pool improvements were on the ballot. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
VISITOR COMMENTS : Nancy Sundin asked if we owned the Masonic Lodge building. She also asked if she could weed the North side of the fence at the Day Care and plant pumpkins for the kids. Mayor Shain indicated that was a good idea and to move forward.   

Daryl Gade was concerned about the road that was cleared at the Bluffs being on Town property and disturbing an area that was used by wildlife. Mr. Harer explained he only did what the governing body had approved and that he had not expanded the road into Town land. The Mayor indicated that we would look into it and let Mr. Gade know. Jack Bomhoff inquired of plans for Reher Park and if the Council would be interested in partnering with the Schhol System for practices. Councilman Curtis indicated he would support that idea. Mr. Bomhoff will let the coaches and hopefully we can work together.
Department Reports  Attorney Davison indicated he needed to go into Executive Session on pending litigation. Ms. Miller gave updates on two grants received. One from the School Board for the Basket Ball Court rehab and another from the County Recreation Board for improvements at the Rodeo. She indicated she had a meeting with the DOR this week. Panel interviews for the Officer position will be next week and when Tom McDonough gets back he will go over the applications for a Utilities Crewmember.  
Councilman Curtis moved into Executive Session at 8:45 pm, Seconded by Councilman Fornstrom.

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 9:03 p.m. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
