ITEM #3  Approval of Invoice #2 from MSI in the amount of $150,035.94 for the Water Distribution Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM # 4   Approval of Pay Request #4 for the Airport T Hangars/Apron Project in the amount of $48,438.14. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM #5  Discussion related to Preston Harer property. After discussion a motion to accept the road work as constructed in the spirit of which it was intended was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Councilman Curtis also asked that the trees in the public land be taken care of. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #6  Building Permits: 206 Main Street fence and 1184 Wilhelm for new home. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Discussion ensued related to whom would provide power at 1184 Wilhelm. Consensus was reached that High West was closer but the Mayor wanted the Town Attorney and Town Administrator to formulate a franchise agreement with High West.

ITEM #7  Was pulled off the Agenda
ITEM #8  Approval of Resolution 2013-09 Amending the FY 2012-2013 Budget to capture revenues and expenditures from the Laramie County Recreation Board Grant. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM #9   Approval of Resolution 2013-10 Amending the FY 2012-2013 Budget to capture revenues and expenditures from 2008 6the Penny revenues to fund the expansion of the Pool. . Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
VISITOR COMMENTS : None.

Department Reports  Mayor Shain reported a conversation with Chris Lidstone related to the water project and how well the Saturday shut off had gone. He indicated that additional valves were installed to help better isolate parts of Town and that Lidstone had used the force account to pay for them until a change order is brought to the Council for approval. He also indicated that we would have to look at water and sewer rates at the workshop on May 4, 2013.Ms. Miller updated the Council on the Quarterly Meeting taking place in Cheyenne.
Councilman Fornstrom moved into Executive Session, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Carries unanimously with 5 ayes

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:45 p.m. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
