SIMKINS ADDITION PROPERTY
Encroachments onto Lot 8, Block 1, Simkins Addition, owned by the Town, by adjoining property owner Jack Smiths driveway and retaining wall was discussed. Attorney Davison will look into the possibility of issuing an encroachment license to address this with a decision to be made at the May 3, 2010 Regular Meeting.

STEVE PEIFER-AIRPORT HANGAR LEASE
Steve Peifer, d/b/a Circle S Aviation, gave an overview of his aerial spraying business that he is currently operating out of a small hangar at the Pine Bluffs Airport and his desire to lease the new hangar the Town is purchasing from Stephanie Butler for a term of six years. His business would expand to include an in-house mechanic, sheet metal work and a third plane and keep a space available for overnight stays of visiting planes.  He reported that he employs eight or more employees during the growing season and asked Council to select a local firm for economic development over someone who doesn’t live here. 
Councilman Curtis circulated another proposal from Aero-Spray, Inc. for leasing this facility. In the spirit of fairness Mayor Shain stated that this firm would be given an opportunity to present their proposal at the next meeting and that the Council would make a decision at the May 3, 2010 Regular Meeting.
Also requested was permission from Dennis Bastian to temporarily use the Butler hangar for re-assembling a plane. Since the Town does not have control of this building until closing Airport Manager John Marquardt will negotiate with the present owner to see of it is a possibility.
Attorney Davison will begin drafting a lease agreement for the hangar and look into the liability of the temporary use of the Butler hangar.

SEWER PROJECT
Lidstone and Associates, Inc. have reviewed all bids received for the Sanitary Sewer Replacement Project and based on review recommended the project be awarded to Aztec Construction Company, Inc. Councilman Ragsdale moved to take the recommendation from the engineer and award the Pine Bluffs Sanitary Sewer Replacement Project to Aztec Construction Company, Inc. in the amount of $686,702.35. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

PINE BLUFFS BALL DIAMOND/ARENA CONCESSION STAND
Proposal for the operation of the Concession Stand at the Pine Bluffs Ball Diamond/Arena Complex were received from Lisa Lamb - $1700.00 and Conner and Johnna Graves - $1550.00. Councilman Fornstrom moved to accept the proposal from Lisa Lamb in the amount of $1,700.00 for a period of two years, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

BUILDING PERMITS
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the following building permits – Lee Scheel – 411  West 7th-ramp; Bryan Cushing-329 Industrial Way-metal building; LaVerne Steege-517 Miller-storage shed and fence; Brent Hamilton-512 West 5th-HUD home. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
Three-phase power will be installed in the business park and available for the new building at 329 Industrial Way.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
Morgan Forbes, 209 Walnut Avenue, requested a conditional use permit for his home based business, assembling custom fire arms. Increased traffic and parking will not occur as it is a special order only business.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Morgan Forbes at 209 Walnut Avenue, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

DAYCARE PROJECT
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Pine Bluffs Daycare Project Change Order totaling $2,533.00, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS
Nancy Sundin would like to start a community garden. Met with unanimous support from the Council a location will be obtained so plan can go forward.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORT
Officer Yeomans reported that community service will be performed by residents of the Chryslis House and recent activities of the Police Department discussed.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
In accordance with §16-4-401 Councilman Fornstrom moved to convene into Executive Session at 8:55 p.m., Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously. Councilman Curtis moved to reconvene into regular session at 9:23 p.m., Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried.

SUMMER EMPLOYMENT
Applications will be accepted for swimming pool and maintenance summer help with wages starting at $7.25 per hour, with an increase of ten cents for each year worked.

There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
