VISITOR COMMENTS
Todd Thompson and members of the Pine Bluffs Elementary Student Council asked Council about doing community service jobs, such as planting trees, painting picnic structures at the rest area or jobs similar to that. Not only do they want to do immediate repairs but want to do a long term projects. Mayor Shain encouraged their involvement and offered the Town’s help and resources to facilitate projects.
American Legion Post #60 was given permission to sell patriotic merchandise at the rodeo arena compound.

SALES TAX CONTINUATION
Tim Thorson, County Grant Manager, visited with Council about the upcoming 5th Penny Election in November, 2010 to continue the collection of the additional sales tax. The County would like to coordinate with towns on getting facts to voters about the projects that these collections fund. Public Meetings will be held along with a web page and brochures detailing how this helps each entity. Mayor Shain stated the Town was definitely interested in participating.

WATER METER PROJECT UPDATE
Chris Lidstone visited with Council on the status of the meter project which is two-thirds completed. There has been an increase in the number of meters larger than ¾’” being installed and is increasing the project costs. Council agreed that unless it drops pressure a ¾” meter will be installed on residential services. Also discussed was the need to increase the tap fees when water rates were studied. One rate option is to charge by the EDU, meaning that larger meters would be charged more per gallon. Councilman Fornstrom asked that it be communicated to residents that the ¾” meter won’t make a difference in water pressure and that larger meters have a potential to be charged more per gallon.
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Change Order #3, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

SEWER PROJECT
The Town has an opportunity to apply for a $650,000 SLIB Grant to expand the sewer project. Also at this time the engineer is not prepared to make recommendations to Council to award the sewer contract. Jake Wiatt, representing Cheyenne Light & Fuel, visited with Council about scheduling time tables when replacing sewer lines that that interfere with gas service lines. A pre-construction meetings will be held once a contractor is selected and documents are signed and in hand.

RESOLUTION 10-04
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 10-04 - A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SUBMISSION OF A FEDERAL MINERAL ROYALTY CAPITAL CONSTRUCTION ACCOUNT GRANT APPLICATION TO THE STATE LOAN AND INVESTMENT BOARD ON BEHALF OF THE GOVERNING BODY FOR THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS FOR THE PINE BLUFFS SEWER REPLACEMENT PROJECT. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously.

BUTLER HANGAR PURCHASE
Jeff Wolfe, representing M.C. Schaff, visited with Council about the grants for purchasing the airport property and the availability of funds. This is a two part grant with the first entitlement arriving May 1, 2010 and the remainder three months later. The first installment will be $176,000 of the $300,000 total entitlement. Councilman Ragsdale moved to enter into a Professional Services Agreement with M.C. Schaff, Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Fornstrom moved to authorize Mayor Shain to execute all purchase documents for the Butler Hangar Property, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

WELL #1 and #6 UPGRADE PROJECT
Russ Dahlgren reported on the status of the wells upgrades project.

PERMITS APPROVAL
Councilman Curtis moved to waive the Commerce Building rental charges for the Texas Trail Museum Annual Meeting, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Cushing moved to approve the Open Container request from the Knights of Columbus for the May 15, 2010 Golf Tournament, Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Curtis moved to approve the building permits, with clarifications, from Curtis Gentry, 807 Beech Street, Driveway; Raymond Mathews, 202 Main Street, Fire Escape; Needs, Inc. 315 Main Street, Handicap Ramp; and James Woolington, 922 East 10th, Garage. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
The Mayors Youth Council reported they have changed their meetings to Monday and may not be participating in the Relay for Life this year.
Sonja Fornstrom was given approval to attend the April 29, 2010 Workshop in Gillette, WY. She is obtaining specs and prices for new community center appliances and showed Council her latest suggestions for the remodel design.
Councilman Cushing attended the rate setting meeting for WAM-JPIC.
Mayor Shain reported that the Cheyenne City Council is on third reading of the ordinance that will  allow Pine Bluffs to include recyclables with theirs for transport to the recycling facility in Denver. As soon as the new transfer facility is completed waste can then be hauled to Cheyenne.

COMMUNICATION CENTER EQUIPMENT
Council was updated on the status of the command center equipment by Acting Chief Yeomans and the urgent need to replace since it is obsolete and no longer repairable. The estimated cost to replace the equipment is $200,000. Council discussed the suggestion to transfer Consensus Project Funds from the Downtown Re-Development Project to this project, which would leave enough fund to replace sidewalks at the Commerce Building and Daycare. Councilman Ragsdale moved to re-appropriate Consensus Project Funds, not to exceed $200,000, to the 911 System Project. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

POLICE CHIEF SELECTION
Councilman Fornstrom recommended Donald Taylor for Chief of Police. Councilman Curtis moved to appoint Donald Taylor as Pine Bluffs Chief of Police, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

VOTING DELEGATES
Councilman Curtis moved that Tom McDonough be the voting delegate at the Rural Water Association, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
No decision was made on the voting delegate for the WAM Annual Meeting.

AJOURNMENT
There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
