CANDIDATE COMMENTS
Bill Thompson, candidate for Laramie County Sheriff and Andrea Vosler-Reed, candidate for Laramie Clerk of Court addressed Council.

VISITOR COMMENTS
Ben Cossel, Pine Bluffs Post reporter, introduced Cynthia Shroyer who will be filling in during his absence. He also informed Council on the request from Timely Creations Flower Shop in Kimball to find a location and florist in Pine Bluffs to open a branch shop. 
Council heard remarks from John Wise regarding the remodeling of the community center kitchen. Mayor Shain invited all interested parties to a community center design meeting on May 25 where they can give their input into the kitchen design.

ORDINANCE 10-01
Councilman Cushing moved to approve on Second Reading Ordinance 10-01 - ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2011. BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF PINE BLUFFS, WYOMING, LARAMIE COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE FOLLOWING SUMS OF MONEY ARE ANTICIPATED AS REVENUE AND APPROPRIATED TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSES OF THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried with 4 ayes.
 The Budget Public Hearing and Third Reading  of Ordinance 10-01 will be held at the June 21, 2010 Regular Meeting.

PROJECT UPDATES
Water Meter Project – project is nearing completion. Services requiring larger meters pits and split services will be completed if funds are available or as soon as funds become available in  future budgets. Mayor Shain announced a Public Meeting will be held to hear residents comments on the new meters, with a date to be determined later. Water rates will be discussed at the next meeting.
Councilman Fornstrom moved to purchased appliances for the new daycare, Councilman Curtis seconded and the motion carried with 4 ayes.
The Community Center design meeting will be on May 25th at 11:00 a.m.
The Deep Well Project is ready for advertisement when one other document is received. The  Sewer Project is proceeding and Cheyenne Light will be meeting with the engineer and begin surveying.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Mayor Shain and Councilman Curtis thanked the EMT’s for changing the location of their Blood Drive to accommodate another event at the community center.
Council gave approval for Chief Taylor to interview interested dispatchers to fill the soon to be vacant head dispatcher position. Chief Taylor has implemented a different method of recording his department employees working hours. Officer Hillhouse and his drug enforcement dog received high marks at the recently held Region VIII Contest.
Recycling should begin in late June following the completion of the Cheyenne Transfer Station.
