 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Mrs. Theobald’s Third Grade class was welcomed by Mayor Shain. 
ITEM #3  Approval of Resolution 2013-08 approving the bonding for several projects using 2012 6th Penny revenues. Todd Bishop addressed the Council and spoke about a very low interest rate of 1.54% on the bonds, which was very good news. He also presented the papers that needed to be executed by the Mayor and indicated that closing will take place on or before May 20th. Motion to approve the Resolution was made by Councilman Fornstrom amd seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 4   Updates from Chris Lidstone, Town Engineer, approval of putting out requests for bids on Water Loop Project and Approval of Change Order #1 for the Water Distribution Project. Consensus was reached to move forward on the bidding of the Water Loop Project. Motion to approve Change Order #1 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtise. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes

ITEM #5  Request from Lance Gliech on sidewalk at 200 West 8th Street. Consensus was reached that he may go ahead with his plans.
ITEM #6  Rick Lara, proposal for a new mobile home. Ms. Miller updated the Council on what had transpired to date. Town attorney Davison advised that the issue would warrant a Variance since it is a non conforming use. However, because the case was an accident (fire) we could do an exception.  Mr. Lara was to get with Ms. Miller and give her the particulars for notice to neighbors. 
ITEM #7  Bid Award for Town property. After putting the property out to bid for a second time, only one was received. Motion to sell the property to Raymond Mathews was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. The Town Attorney was directed to handle the transaction.
ITEM #8  Approval of Inmate Housing Agreement with Laramie County Sherriff Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes
ITEM #9   Approval of retainage payment to Capital West Bank on behalf of MSI in the amount of $37,667.72. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes
ITEM #10 Approval of Invoice #6 From Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $16,971.96. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #11   Request for a Malt Beverage Permit for the Nights of Columbus for the Golf Tour event on May 11, 2013.
Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes
ITEM #12   Approval of Building Permit for 516 West HWY 30 fence. Motion to Table the permit was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #13   Review and acceptance of overall plan for Reher Park and approval of large slide purchase. Motion to approve the slide purchase for $20,000. 00 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. Discussion on the overall plan for the park ensued. Consensus was reached to remove the landscaping form the parking lot, reduce it in half and have a horseshoe entrance/exit.  Prepare a bid for the soccer fields and do addendums to it for additional phases if possible. 
ITEM #14   Proposal from Chief Clark to hire another Officer. Mayor Shain asked we postpone this until after the election. Consensus was reached to postpone.
ITEM #15   Acceptance of Resignation from Ken Murray. . Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes
VISITOR COMMENTS : Commissioner Thompson updated the Council on fire bans, the budget, and informed them that the Fire Range had a new Manager, Keith Tast. John Shephard introduced himself to the Council as the new Senior Planner for the County and indicated he would be working with us on the Comprehensive Plan. Esther Davison informed all about the situation that is currently going on with our Elementary School and how funding priorities have brought us down the list. The plumbing needs to be replaced at the school and several other repairs are needed. She urged everyone to contact the Legislature and push for our school to go back to the top of the priority list for funding.

Department Reports  Mayor Shain reported a conversation with Chris Lidstone related to the water project and how well the Saturday shut off had gone. He indicated that additional valves were installed to help better isolate parts of Town and that Lidstone had used the force account to pay for them until a change order is brought to the Council for approval. He also indicated that we would have to look at water and sewer rates at the workshop on May 4, 2013.Ms. Miller updated the Council on the Quarterly Meeting taking place in Cheyenne.
Councilman Fornstrom moved into Executive Session, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Carries unanimously with 5 ayes

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:45 p.m. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
