 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #3  CRMC Discussion. Stephen Stone, CRMC; Dana Barnett, CRMC, Anja Bendel, LEADS and Karen Guidice presented their current status on the application for the financing of the new Clinic in Pine Bluffs. Among items discussed were the Town providing in kind contributions to the project such as building permits, connection fees, and possible assistance with the demolition of the building. The Fire Department, according to Jerry Lamb, indicated they were interested in burning it down. Mayor Shain reminded them they would have to haul the debris off and clean the sight as well. Mr. Lamb indicated the Fire Department already planned on that as well. The Town will provide them with figures on costs related to the in kind contributions by the  August 1 deadline. The Timeline fro the project assuming the grant is approved would be demolition in March of 2014. There will be a temporary facility in place for the interim. The grant application is for $1 million and the project total estimated costs are $1,250,000. The CRMC Foundation has committed to the additional costs not included in the grant application. The building will be 4,00 square feet and will accommodate 4 rooms, pharmacy, X ray, and offices for the physicians/specialists. Ms. Miller indicated the need for urgent care instead of being sent to the emergency room for stitches, etc., and asked that those services be considered in the final plans.

ITEM # 4   Approval of Plat for Beatty Addition a portion of Block 13, to correct actual intended subdivision. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes. Councilman Fornstrom and Attorney Davison abstained on this item.

ITEM #5  Invoice #5 from MSI in the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $215,909.91 and the deposit of the retainage to the bank in the amount of $23,989.99. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6  Building Permits: 701 Black privacy fence, 615 W 5th 7foot fence. Motion to approve 701 Black was made by  Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. Motion to approve 615 W 5th Street was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes

ITEM #7  Review and acceptance of quarterly report from the Business Consortium to the US Treasury. Town Administrator Miller explained that the SBCC has to report to the US Dept. of Treasury on a quarterly basis. This quarter, the Consortium was able to provide two projects assistance in the development and expansion of their businesses. This report was for their information only . Consensus was reached to accept the quarterly report as presented.

ITEM #8  Application for a 24 hr Malt Beverage Permit for Pal’s Pub for the Trail Days events. Ms. Miller indicated they also wanted to open early on Sunday the 4th, at 10 am.. Motion to approve both requests was made by  Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #9   Approval of AIP Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements for the Airport. Ms Miller explained to the governing body what the item entailed.  We received funding for our project last year that belonged to another entity. We now have to transfer that allotment back to them this year from our share of the FAA money. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes

ITEM #10   Discussion elated to MOU with Cheyenne Dispatch. Chief Clark presented a draft MOU for consideration. Discussion related to specific items ensued between the governing body and Attorney Davison. Chief Clark indicated that there would be a cost of $6,000 per vehicle to upgrade to the current dispatch protocol sought. The Council  answered questions from the public. The Mayor indicated that the direction the Town is taking is to consolidate dispatch services if we can reach an agreement that suits both parties. Mayor Shain directed the Chief to continue negotiations with the LCCC and come back to them with actual numbers on the costs related to the switch. 

ITEM #11 Discussion related to Texas Trail Museum invite to Council. Consensus was reached to do this the 19th of August before the Council meeting, at 6 pm.

ITEM #12  Discussion related to due diligence RFP. The Mayor asked if any of the respondents wanted to speak with the governing body. All three made their presentations, Chris Lidstone, Jeff Wolfe, and Russ Dahlgren.  Motion to appoint Lidstone and Associates for the project was made by  Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS : NONE

DEPARTMENT REPORTS  Councilman Fornstrom wants a plan for City Park watering and the ball park needed to be mowed.. The Town Administrator spoke about the bind weed problem and the governing body asked that a letter go out giving residents notice that if they do not take care of it, we will and we will bill them on their Town bill. She also reported that there was a pre construction meeting tomorrow at 2 pm on the 10th Street Stormwater project and the electric at the RV park was being fixed.

Councilman Fornstrom moved into Executive Session seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried unanimously with 4  ayes.

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 9:40 p.m.; Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
