ITEM # 4  Consider Colonial Life programs as added benefit to employees at no cost to the Town. Representatives of Colonial Life explained to the governing body what they are offering to the Town for additional voluntary employee benefits. These include hospitalization, cancer, and short term disability among others. These deductions are voluntary for employees and can be done on a pretax basis. There is no cost to the Town. The governing body reached consensus to have Colonial life get with the Town Administrator and do a presentation for the employees.
ITEM #5
Approval of building permits – 418 Walnut Street, sun room addition; 408 E 9th Street, New patio; 306 Miller Street, garage door apron and privacy fence.  Motion to approve all permits was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6

Mark Haukap, motor cross proposal. The proposal was to have the motor cross track open to the public and their organization would put on annual events staring with a two day event next July. The responsibility of the Town would be to help promote the track, trash service, port-o-lets on race days, and to possibly run power to the crow’s nest. After much discussion, the governing body reached consensus to have Town administrator find out how much it would cost to run power to the crow’s nest and bring the item back at the next meeting.
ITEM #7
Discussion related to City Park Project. The Town Administrator brought forth the research on decorative poles and after discussion consensus was reached that we are to place poles on all 4 corners of the park and select a color that matches the building we are placing there as well. 
ITEM #8

Application for 24 hr malt beverage permit: Trail Days Committee for the Melodrama.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #9

Application to serve alcohol on July 21, 2012 at the Community Center for a private party, Georgia J. Welte. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #10
Approval of Administrative Policy related to water leaks. The Town Administrator explained to the governing body the need for an written administrative policy on how water leaks are addressed. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #11 
Request to close 3rd Street from Blair to Market for a 4th of July fund raiser 5-9 pm., American Legion applicant. An additional dumpster for that day was also requested by the Commander, Chuck Radcliff. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #12
Approval of Resolution 2012-08 creating an assessment district for the Black Blvd. improvements. Town Attorney Davison reviewed the process and Resolution. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
 ITEM #13

Approval of Resolution 2012-09 related to Town depositories for Fiscal Year 2012-2013. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #14

Discussion related to Town Hall as it relates to Fire Board Capital Plan. After some discussion Mayor Shain indicated that Staff was to let the Fire Board know that this Council plans to remain in the building. He also asked Councilman Mohren to relate that to the Board as well.  

Department Reports

The Town Administrator brought the governing body up to speed on The Uniform Development Code adopted by Cheyenne and the Agenda 21 issues that Beth Wilkins had brought up last meeting. She asked to have a workshop on Thursday the 5th for Lidstone and Associates to update them on water issues. Also asked if they were doing the breakfast again for Trail Days and the answer was yes.
