ITEM # 16

Discussion related to emergency well work at the airport.
Caryn Miller explained to Council that the well at the hangar that is being leased by Circle S Aviation collapsed. This was a 20 year old well that was not really used much and was not properly cased back when it was drilled. Because of the emergency nature of this, Ms Miller and Mayor Shain approved the installation of a new residential well out there.  A budget Amendment will have to be brought forward to amend the budget to recognize the revenue source and expenditure. 

Town Attorney Davidson requested a motion to ratify the emergency expense. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom with a second by Councilman Ragsdale to ratify the emergency well expenditure. Motion carried with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 17
Approve application for Pals Pub, Brian Stevens and Rock Ranch for 24 hour Liquor Licenses and open container permission during Trail Days scheduled events.

Mayor Shain asked that the Community Center building be also included for open container permission for Saturday night 8/6/2011. 

Motion made by Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Ragsdale to approve the applications for Liquor license and open container to include the Community Center. Motion carried with 5 ayes.

ITEM #18

Discussion/direction related to house at 604 Elm Street.

Council after discussion directed the Town Attorney to investigate the dangerous building abatement law and begin procedures if applicable.

ITEM #19

Discussion related to drainage issues at the Recreation Sports Courts
This item was informational only. Discussion by Council brought consensus by all to have Councilman Curtis look for bids and coordinate with the School Board.

Department Reports

ITEM #19 ½

Councilman Curtis, none; Councilman Ragsdale, none; Councilman Fornstrom, none; Councilman Mohren, none.

Caryn Miller, Town Administrator thanked all the Town Staff as well as the Council for their welcome and support during the past two weeks. 

Ms. Miller discussed the changes to the signature cards at the bank. Discussed the Alpine Bus Account. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Mohren to close the Alpine Bus account. Motion carried with 5 ayes
Discussion moved to the Police Fines and Forfeitures account. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Mohren to have Staff move forward with purchasing a credit card machine for the Police Department. Town Hall will no longer accept payment for fines or bonds. The Dispatch Supervisor and the Town Administrator are two signors on this account. Motion carried with 5 ayes.

Discussion continued regarding all other accounts the Town has at Farmers State Bank and all other banks. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Mohren that all Town accounts have Mayor Shain, Town Administrator Caryn Miller and Rene’ Baker as signors with the exception of the Police Fines Account previously discussed. Motion carried with 5 ayes.
Ms Miller asked Council if 7pm on 8/15/2011 was suitable for a workshop related to the grease trap research. Consensus from Council was reached to have it at that time. 

Ms. Miller asked Council if they wanted to move forward with a grant application for a new bus. Motion by Councilman Ragsdale with a second from Councilman Fornstrom to apply for the grant. Motion carried with 5 ayes.

Ms Miller updated Council on the utility cut off policies already in place. No action was taken by Council. 

Ms Miller suggested a purchasing policy may be needed. Consensus was reached by Council to put something together and bring forward. 

Item #20

Ms Miller commented on the informational report she gave Council regarding revenues and expenditures a notified the Council about the WMPA invitation received for the Dry Fork Station dedication.
Mayor Shain discussed the City of Cheyenne’s request for support as they vie for the 2014 WAM convention to be in Cheyenne. The Mayor indicated letters of support are forthcoming. 
The Mayor also wanted to invite everyone to Trail Days which is takes place this week end.

Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 9:15 p.m.  Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
