 Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #3  Approval of Public Works Contract with Merrill, Inc for the Water Loop Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 4   Invoice #9 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $16,747.92.
.Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM #5  Invoice #5 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Loop Project in the amount of $5,259.71. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of Invoices #6 for the Hangar $8,262.01 and #7 for the Apron $26,336.01 to Rusch Construction in the Airport T Hangars/Apron Project. Motion to approve was made by  Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #7  Approval of Building Permits: 710 Main Street wooden deck; 302 Blair, mobile home; 815 Maple, attachment to home; 505 Beech Street, pole barn/garage; 700 Black, Storage shed; 605 Beech street, fence; 616 Market Street, fence. Motion to approve al permits was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #8  Approval of Invoice #10 from Lidstone and Associates for General Engineering Services in the amount of $1,472.37. Motion to approve was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #9   Consideration and approval of engineers’ recommendation related to the Airport T Hangar/Apron Project liquidated damages. Motion to approve the engineer’s recommendation not to charge for liquidated damages due to time overrun on project was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes

ITEM #10   Acceptance of resignation from Olivia Lundy. Motion to accept the resignation was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #11 Approval of changes to Position Descriptions for the Town Administrator and the Senior Administrative Assistant positions, and Personnel Policy. Motion to approve both was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes

ITEM #12 Approval of Day Care Director recommendation to hire Paulette Dunnam to fill an open full time Day Care Assistant position. Motion to approve the hiring was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #13 Ratification of administrative approval of 24 hour malt beverage permit for the Melodrama and open container permission for the Texas Hold Them tournament and Melodrama. Motion to ratify the administrative decisions was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 


ITEM #14 Approval of Invoice from Reiman Corp for the City Park Project in the amount of $44,193.51. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS : Nancy Sundin asked if we had an extra sprayer she could use during her walks around Town for the weeds. It was the consensus that if we did not we would buy one for her. Don Eggli asked the Council to clarify the letter that was sent to residents about the bind weed and asked if the Town had a machine that could do his property. He was directed to Weed and Pest. Sharon Fein from Cheyenne Light Power and Gas spoke about the grant to the Senior Center for their new carpet.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS  Councilman Mohren indicated he had hear great comments about Trail Days. The Town Administrator spoke about a letter received related to WYDOT wanting to privatize the sign program and the cost going up. After discussion Councilman Fornstrom moved to send a letter to WYDOT indicating our displeasure over the raise in rates and was seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.  She also thanked all employees for all their hard work during Trail Days. Councilman Curtis updated them on the 10th Street drainage project and urged them  to see if we can find the resources to complete the alley portion of the project as soon as possible. Attorney Davison asked for a short executive session on legal matters.

Councilman Fornstrom moved into Executive Session seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 4  ayes.

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 8:54 p.m.; Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
