Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
VISITOR COMMENTS

Travis Chrystal spoke up expressing concern about the proposed motor cross track location and was expecting the item to be on the Agenda. Ms. Miller explained that the Council had not made any decisions as to the track location and the ball is in Mr. Haukap’s court. She suggested that Mr. Chrystal and all other parties get together with Mr. Haukap and come up with other locations or suggestions. 
ITEM # 4   Ordinance 2012-02 second reading. Ms. Miller read Ordinance 2012-02 by title only.  Councilman Curtis moved to approve with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #5
Approval of Building Permits: 612 E 6th Street and 512 Blair Street. Councilman Curtis moved to approve with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes. Councilman Fornstrom abstained.

ITEM #6

Discussion and direction to Staff regarding Community Center Project. A Motion to award the job to Thompson Concrete and Morton Buildings as well as Serrano to move the playground was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 
ITEM #7
Discussion and direction to Staff related to Police Dept. Project. Ms Miller explained that a third estimate had come in and it was lower than the previous one form HT Construction.  Motion to award the job to Gades Concrete less the asphalt portion was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM #8

Discussion of Town property behind 202 Main Street. Motion to put property out to bid for fair market value was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #9

Discussion of Recreation Modular. Mr. Sanders explained that they would turn off the gas and that the water would be turned off during the months not in use. Motion to allow the Texas Trail Museum use of the modular and that utilities and insurance be paid by the Town was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. Town Attorney Davison t amend current agreement to include this building.

ITEM #10

Approval of Airport T Hangars and Apron Project plans and approval of sending it out to bid. Motion to approve plans and put project out to bid was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #11

Approval of Invoice # 5 fro Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $2454.70. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #12

Discussion of Community Center murals. Ms Sanders explained she had met with the artist and Recreation Director as well as the Mayor. Plans have changed and the interior of the gym is no longer a suitable location. They chose the two entryways to the building and possible smaller one by the Recreation Director’s office. The Artist provided possible suggested renditions for review. Ms. Miller indicated they would be at Town Hall for the public to view and encouraged the public to do so. Council thanked Ms. Sanders and Ms. Fornstrom for the information and indicated a decision has not been made tonight, but may be made at next meeting.
ITEM #13
Acceptance of resignation from Jessica Davison. Motion to accept was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Department Reports

Councilman Mohren indicated he had received several calls from residents complaining about the shooting range and how they had been denied membership. Council reached consensus to place item on next agenda. Ms. Miller thanked Kathy Mohren for an excellent job on the parade and commended the American Legion for showing style, honor and good taste during the event. Ms. Miller added that interviews for the final three candidates for police chief would be held this week. Councilman Ragsdale commented on 101th Street and the issues with road. Ms. Miller indicated she was researching the matter.
AJOURNMENT INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion to adjourn into Executive Session was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried with 4 ayes. Motion to come out of executive session was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried with 4 ayes.

A motion was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren to promote Kyla Gourtney from part-time status to full time status at a rate of $9.00 per hour. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 9:12 p.m. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
