AGENDA APPROVAL

WATER METER PROJECTS
Comments on the water meter project were made by citizens concerned with their reduced household water pressure. 
Mayor Shain responded that the project addressed the problems of leaking meters and service lines, meters no longer registering correctly, un-metered irrigation systems and the loss of revenue as a result of these problems. Although the project significantly impacted approximately 10% of the residents it has benefited the remainder.  The Council has been diligent in trouble shooting the services experiencing problems and continues to work on restoring an adequate household pressure to these impacted services. This may require residents to make modifications to their irrigation systems so they operate efficiently with the new pressure, and reducing the number of household jobs, requiring water, being done simultaneously.  
Work is proceeding on installing larger meters at services that had been downsized. 
PROJECT UPDATES

Sewer Main Replacement Project – work is proceeding slowly but going well otherwise.

Deep Well Project – Sargent Drilling will begin drilling the week of September 27th.

Daycare Project –A final punch list tour will be conducted on Thursday, September 23rd.

Community Center Remodel Project – Work has begun on this project with initial reports showing that the roof and heating/cooling system being in better condition than anticipated.

Water Main Project – This project is still in the planning stages.

Well #1 and #6 Rehab Project – Final design is being completed.

Recycling Project – The start of the recycling program was postponed until October 1st due to delays with the completion of the recyclables transfer station in Cheyenne.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Curtis reported that repairs to the roof at the Senior Center have been completed.

Councilman Cushing will be attending upcoming WAM Committee meetings in Torrington.

Mayor Shain and Councilman Curtis toured the bluffs with Les Koch, WY State Forest Health Specialist, and were pleased to report that there were fewer beetle killed trees than anticipated, the majority of which occurred two years ago. Identifying and removing affected trees is the most efficient control of pine beetles for an area this large so volunteers to walk the bluffs and flag infected trees, before next May or June, will be recruited.
Clerk Cundall reminded members of the upcoming Laramie County Elected Officials Quarterly Meeting being held in Burns, an end of the season report on the activities at the Archeological Site and a report on a recently attended SLIB Grant Seminar was circulated to Council, and the Eastern Laramie County Arts Council was successful in obtaining a $1,500 grant from the Wyoming Arts Council to partially fund the Missoula Children’s Theater production of Sleeping Beauty here in November. 
Councilman Ragsdale reported that the Eastern Laramie County Landfill Permit was approved and out of fifty-two working landfills it was recognized by the D.E.Q. as one of six exceptional landfills.
Following discussion Attorney Davison and Council reached the conclusion that passage of an ordinance regulating pull tabs in local establishments is not necessary since it is addressed by State Statutes.  At the next regular meeting a Memorandum of Understanding and Contract for Providing Electrical Maintenance Service to the Town of Pine Bluffs by High West Energy will be presented to Council for their review.

A note from the Historical Society thanking Council for the donation of the community center’s stage lights and curtains was read.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
