 Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Public Hearing:  The Mayor opened the Public Hearing on the Liquor License Renewals for Pals Pub, James Zitek, and Transwest Development. Noting no comments, the Mayor closed the Public Hearing.

ITEM #3  Approval of Liquor License Renewals for Pals Pub, James Zitek, and Transwest Development Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4    Discussion related to sprinklers near the Walker House. Norman Sanders discussed the issues with the sprinklers being on the house and the flooding hey caused. There was consensus to leave the sprinklers capped and have the weeds mowed instead.

ITEM #5  Texas Trail Museum request. Jackie Mueller. This item was to placed on a later agenda.

ITEM #6  Approval of invoice from Benchmark Engineers in the amount of $34,605.95 for work performed on City Park, Reher Park, 10th Street Drainage, and Butler & Black Blvd Projects. Motion to approve was made by  Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale.. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #7  Approval of Invoice #1 from S&S Builders in the amount of $64,661.76 for the 10th Street Drainage Project.
Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #8  Approval of Contract and Notice to Proceed with S&S Builders for the Black and Butler Project..  Motion to approve was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM # 9 Approval of application from the Catholic Church to serve wine at the Community Center on Oct 1, 2013 to an invitation only affair.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #10   Approval of Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for the Lift Station and Lagoon Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #11   Approval of Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for the Approval of Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for the Due Diligence on possible Property Acquisition . Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #12   Approval of the Homeland Security Grant Contract in the amount of $3,618.55. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #13   Resolution 2013-15 Amending the FY 2013-2015 Budget to reflect revenues and expenditures related to a EUDL Grant Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #14   A Discussion related to Flood Mitigation Grant availability and direction to Staff on other projects. Ms. Miller explained that there was an opportunity to apply for a 50/50 grant for flood mitigation and we could apply for the North Beech project and still have enough to do N 10th Street alley. Consensus was reached to apply for the grant.

ITEM #15  Discussion and possible approval of MOU with the Laramie County Sheriff’s Office. Attorney Davison provided the governing body with a copy of the WY Statute that covers mutual interagency aid and indicated that we already have the right to respond out of the Town limits if requested. He did not feel the MOU was necessary. After discussion Attorney Davison was instructed to speak with Chief Clark and get clarification on the intent.

ITEM #16   Discussion and direction to Staff related to the WYDOT State Crack Seal Program for the Airport. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #17   Discussion and direction to Staff related to Sod at City Park . Ms Miller explained there would not be enough money in the force account to cover all the sod and the Engineer has presented two options to be considered. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom to accept the proposal to make the force account whole and not do the extra sod and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #18   Approval of Building permit for 215 East 3rd Street. . Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

VISITOR COMMENTS : Linda Sanders asked the governing body for their thoughts on a welcoming committee for new people in Town. The Mayor indicated it was a good idea and wished her luck. Nancy Sundin asked about the sprayer, she was told to go to NAPA and bill the Town. Sharon Fein indicated that Cheyenne Light, Power and Gas will be weatherizing  two homes in Pine Bluffs on 9/14/2013 and two in Burns on 9/17/2013.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Mayor Shain spoke of the WYDOT plans to replace three bridges in 2015 and that it will have a significant impact on the Town.  Councilman Ragsdale indicated he had calls about the burn pile key and suggested we give keys out to a select few. 

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.; Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
