BUTLER HANGAR LEASE

Attorney Davison reviewed the changes he had made to the Butler Hangar lease between Circle S Aviation and the Town.  The tenant has been using the new hangar and will now move the remainder of his equipment out of a small hangar, which will now be available for lease. The lease meets all requirements that the Council wanted and will be effective from the date of Council approval of leasing the facility to Circle S Aviation.

AIRPORT UPGRADES

WYDOT Aeronautics has notified the Town that they will be upgrading the AWOS system at the Pine Bluffs Airport to include internet capabilities that will provide up to date weather information. The State will cover the internet expense for the first two years, with the possibility of long term funding. Councilman Cushing moved to approve the upgrades to be completed, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
PULL TABS

Lee Wisener visited with Council on the possibility of putting pull tabs in local businesses. A percentage of the profits go to a non-profit organization. If Council approves this will entail writing a local ordinance to allow the Town to issue permits and check the credentials of the permit holders. Although no state law prohibits this actitivity, if there is no local ordinance it may fall under the jurisdiction of Laramie County.  Councilman Cushing inquired as to how the public would accept the moral issue of gambling and would like to know how they feel. Council instructed Attorney Davison to move forward with the permit process. Information on local non-profits will be provided to Mr. Wisener.
EGGERS COMPLAINT

Trimming of bushes and trees done by the Town Maintenance in the alley behind the Bruce and Maryann Eggers residence resulted in a complaint lodged by the property owners. They felt that the vegetation was un-necessarily trimmed too far back and resulted in damage to the remaining part of the trees. Following a lengthy discussion Mr. Eggers asked that the Council consider what was said and would appreciate Council’s positive feedback. Mayor Shain responded that it would not be prudent to make a hasty decision since it sets precedence so Council will need time to deliberate this claim, but will inform Eggers of their decision as soon as possible.
VISITOR COMMENTS

Elaina Ilminen was introduced as a new reporter for the Pine Bluffs Post.

BUILDING PERMITS

Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve the following building permit applications, Councilman Curtis seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Reeco, Inc. – Community Center Remodel – Lawson Street; Shawn & Betsy Cushing – Fence-403 West 5th Street; Curtis Gentry-Garage-807 Beech Avenue; and Nikki Poelma-Portable Shed-809 Blair Street.
SEVERANCE TAX OVERPAYMENT
Mineral Severance Tax payments to Cities and Towns in Fiscal Year 1995 were overpaid in the amount of $1.75 million, but did not come to light until 2004. To recoup this overpayment the State Treasurer has notified cities and towns of repayment options.
WAM-JPIC
Councilman Cushing moved to approve the suggested by-law changes to the WAM-JPIC Joint Powers Board, reducing the number of representatives from First Class Cities on the Board, Councilman Fornstrom seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
COMMERCIAL WATER SALES

It was the consensus of the Council that bulk water would not be sold for drilling and other commercial purposes. Since residents have been under restrictions they did not feel it was in the best interest of the Town.

PROJECT UPDATES

Council discussed the ongoing activities of the Water Meter Project, on-site supervision at the Sewer Project, Deep Well Project, completion of the Daycare Project punch-list, and start-up of the Community Center Remodel Project.
RECYCLING

Drop-off location for recyclables material will be at the parking lot of the Community Center parking lot. Notices have been sent to residents informing them of the anticipated September 15th starting date and location.

EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION SYSTEM

Councilman Fornstrom moved to accept the bid from Motorola for the 911 Replacement Project in the amount of $187,550.00, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion carried unanimously with five ayes. Changes will be made at the Town Hall to comply with D.C.I. requirements for placing an N.C.I.C. terminal at that location.
COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Council gave approval for repairs at the Commerce Building. Upcoming events include a Pine Beetle Tour on September 14th and a Construction Workshop on September 23rd.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

In accordance with §16-4-405 Councilman Curtis moved to convene into Executive Session at 9:25 p.m., Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with five ayes.
ADJOURNMENT

Councilman Fornstrom moved to convene into Regular Session and Adjournment at 10:15 p.m. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with five ayes.
